IT’S NOT EASY BEING “GREEN”

Lately there has been a lot of talk about recycling and what can be done to help protect our environment.  About 3 years ago, Fruit Heights City became the 1st City in Davis County to start recycling green waste and made an important step toward improving our environment through this recycling effort.  Since that time, several other cities have followed suit by implementing a green waste recycling program.  Much of the grass, garden waste, tree, and shrub trimmings that are produced from our yards are now being recycled back into useful products that are being used in our gardens, flower beds, and landscaping areas.  Wasatch Integrated Waste has worked hard at providing a quality product that can be sold back to the customer at a very reasonable rate.  If you’re ever at the landfill, I would encourage you to stop over at the green waste recycling facility and look at the products that are available; I think you’ll be amazed.  
If you are interested in participating in the green waste recycling program or want more information regarding the green waste recycling program, contact Fruit Heights City.  The cost to participate in green waste recycling is $6.00 per month with weekly collection.  During those times of the year when you aren’t cutting grass, maintaining your garden or trimming trees and shrubs, the container can be used for regular household waste at no additional cost.   However, if you choose to return your container at any time, there is now a $25.00 administration fee, effective August 1, 2013.  This fee applies to those who are opting-out of the recycling program.  
All residents are encouraged to participate in green waste recycling.  By recycling your green waste today, it will give your yard additional beauty tomorrow and throughout the year!
