Fruit Heights Youth City Council Information

The Fruit Heights Youth City Council consists of a Youth Mayor, Recorder, Treasurer and Council Members.  The position of Mayor, Recorder, and Treasurer are elected by the membership of the Youth City Council at the first meeting of the council in October.  The term of office will run from October 1, 2014 to September 30, 2015.

Purpose:

1. To provide an opportunity for the youth of Fruit Heights City to acquire a greater knowledge of and appreciation for the political system through active participation in the system.

2. To help the Mayor and City Council to solve problems and accomplish the goals of our community by working directly with the representatives of the youth.

3. To serve the youth of Fruit Heights by:

a) Informing the Fruit Heights municipal government of the needs and wishes of the youth.

b) Planning and implementing social, educational, cultural, and recreational activities for the youth.

c) Working with the Mayor, City Council, City Department Heads, Schools and other organizations to provide service and leadership opportunities for the youth of the City.

d) Instilling a feeling of positive self worth and esteem.

e) Teaching respect for the rights and property of others.

f) Promoting community pride and eliminating potential negative influences among our future community leaders.

Requirements to serve on the Fruit Heights Youth City Council:

1. Must be a resident of Fruit Heights City.

2. Must be at least in ninth (9th) grade and not yet a graduate of high school during the term of office.

3. Must be at least in eleventh (11th) grade to serve as Mayor of the Youth City Council.

Requirements to remain on the Fruit Heights Youth City Council:

1. Remain a resident of Fruit Heights City during the term of office.

2. Attend at least 75 percent of all Youth City Council meetings.

3. Maintain at least 2.0 grade point average in school

4. Maintain satisfactory citizenship grades (No outstanding ‘U’ grades).

5. Fulfill the responsibilities of the office held.

6. Set a proper example for the youth of the community.

Notes:

1. A member of the Youth City Council can be removed from office upon violation of one or more of the above criteria and by a majority vote of the Youth City Council with final approval of the Mayor and City Council.
